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Background of the DREL Project: 

There is a critical need for expressing digital rights in the context of learning, education and training.  Placeholders for rights are built into specifications for metadata, repositories, and learner information, but the learning technology standards community has been waiting for applicable standards to emerge from other industries before determining how to use these placeholders. These standards are emerging now, so it is time to determine the best way forward.  
The IEEE Learning Technology Standards Committee (LTSC) has authorized the formation of a study group on digital rights management.  The purpose is to: 

1. Gather requirements for a digital rights management standard for learning technology,

2. Research existing practice and standardization efforts, and

3. Recommend one or more projects (see below).

In cooperation with CEN-ISSS WSLT, the IEEE LTSC is sponsoring two workshops on June 20 in Kirkland and July 4 in Brussels to kick off this process.
