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Draft Standard for Learning Technology—
Reference Model for Resource Aggregations for Learning, Education, and Training

1. Scope and purpose

The scope and purpose of this Standard are discussed in 1.1 and 1.2.

1.1 Scope

This Standard defines a reference model for resource aggregations that enables systems that support learning, education, and training to produce, exchange, and use the aggregated resources. The reference model defined in this Standard does not define the internal structure or composition of the resources or any specific process for building resource aggregations.
1.2 Purpose

Currently, multiple formats exist for resource aggregations that may be used in learning, education, and training applications. Differences among the formats prevent applications designed to use one format from using resources aggregated in a different format in an interoperable fashion. This Standard facilitates interoperability by providing a reference model that can accommodate a variety of resource aggregation models. The reference model facilitates crosswalks between the various aggregation formats. This Standard also enables the evolution of existing standards and specifications as profiles of a common reference model.
